Ferraro, Biestro and the
other founding members represent the major wine consortia in Piedmont overseeing wine regions of Barolo,
Barbaresco, Alba, Langhe, Roero, Brachetto d'Acqui, Asta, Monferrato, Moscato d'Asti as well as the
Association of Piedmontese Wine Producers and the Canelli Wine Growers' Cooperative. The group
anticipates future memberships of smaller consortia and the possibility of championing more of the regions
quality products.

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Vesper Chan was born in Chiu Chow Province in China. With over 17 years of experience in Chinese tea
tasting, education and promotion, he is regarded as one of the most talented and versatile tea critics,
specializing in examining the quality of Yunnan new and old Pu-er tea. As early as 1948, he has been inspired
by his peers to study about tea. In 1988, he set up his first tea house in Hong Kong, and in 1991, he created his
first basic tea tasting course for connoisseurs in Hong Kong.

In 1993, he invested in the making of the first video course on tea making in Hong Kong - a two-part videos
called "The methodology of making fine Chinese teas". He also started offering free tea tastings at his tea
house. In 1994, Chan joined Guangzhou tea master Chen Guo-Zhang to set up China's first modern tea house
and was in charge of training China's first national female-only professional tea maker team. In 2001, Chan set
up his second tea house - the 3000-square feet "Chan House", which until today remains the largest tea house
in Hong Kong. Since 1992, Chan has actively participated as an anchor and guest speaker on local TV and
radio stations (TVB and RTHK), including hosting "The World of Tea" on RTHK.
