Originated from Europe and has been created with variations in different 
countries, the Mulled Wine ($58) at Peak Cafe Bar is a traditional version 
prepared with red wine, brandy, sugar, orange, apple, lemon peel, 
cinnamon sticks and cloves inserted around the orange. It is prepared by 
putting all the ingredients into a big saucepan and boil on low heat for 
around an hour and a half to two hours until the aroma fills the air. Then, 



turn off the heat and drain all of the fruit and cinnamon sticks, leaving the 
liquid clear and without any bits left in it. A nice heart-warming glass of 
mulled wine is then ready for one’s enjoyment.
